Because WODU Radio is operated and ran by Old Dominion University students, it is
impossible to continue a show 24-hour show schedule.

Over night, from 11 PM to 8 AM, we play continuous music to entertain late night
listeners. To keep our TV viewers enthused, we run a slide show of all the current
happenings around campus and the community as well as advertisements of local
businesses. We change the slide show on a weekly basis.

The station’s continuous play is for nine straight hours, witch allows each ad to be
viewed an unlimited and uncountable amount of times. If for some reason we re-air an
audio of a previously recorded show, the current slide show for the week will be ran
during that time.

Ads could either be designed by WODU Radio or designed by the company. Flyers are
acceptable.
